This card is designed to 

alert emergency responders to the presence of pets in your home, so that an 

Animal Control Officer can take the necessary steps to arrange for care or 

provide sheltering

out the card and place it on your refrigerator.   The second is to complete the 

information, fold it in half and place it next to your driver’s license in your wallet, 

purse or other ID carrier.  You may laminate the card if you desire.
